 Look at your home through a burglar’s eyes - where are the weak security spots? 


 Go outside and have a look through your windows; what can you see that may be tempting to a thief? Presents piled under the tree?


Do not store high value Christmas presents in sheds or garages where the locks fitted may be inadequate


After Christmas do not advertise new items like audio-visual equipment by leaving the empty boxes on display outside

Hillingdon Borough Police is the latest Metropolitan Police Borough    to launch an innovative community messaging service. 


Called Neighbourhood Link, it is a free service that enables residents and businesses to receive information from the police by email. 


Through Neighbourhood Link you can receive messages from the Metropolitan Police Service containing news and information about policing activity or initiatives, crime prevention advice as well as major incidents affecting your area.


To keep costs to the minimum, Hillingdon Borough Police will use ‘email’ as the main method of delivering the messages. During the registration process you will select the contact methods with which you prefer to receive information. We encourage you to include the ‘email’ option.

It is expected that Neighbourhood Link will be fully implemented by early 2012 and will eventually replace the present Ringmaster system, although there is likely to be an overlap of use of both systems before Ringmaster is closed down. 


The HNW data based messaging service will be unaffected by the introduction of Neighbourhood Link with which it will complement, as it presently does with Ringmaster.

You cannot have failed to have seen reports that there has been a staggering increase in the number of metal thefts in the last year. 


HNW encourages all Neighbourhood Watch members to sign an online       e-petition, which would cause a parliamentary debate on the subject of moving towards a cashless business model for scrap metal dealers.


Many of these crimes would stop immediately if there was not a ready market for the stolen material. Ninety per cent of transactions in scrap metal yards are by cash. 


Existing legislation is very weak and is governed by the Scrap Metal Dealers Act of 1964. Maximum fines are very low. A cashless model would be a step on the route to effective legislation.


These thefts have included plaques from war memorials and lead from the roofs of churches, as well as crimes which have a huge impact on our everyday life, such as the theft of railway cables, telephone cables and road gully gratings, which have interrupted travel services and emergency service communications, and present serious dangers.
