In the October Newsletter some advice was given regarding reducing the risk of burglary whilst you are away from home. One suggestion was to leave a radio on, perhaps attached to a time switch. There is a temptation to turn up the volume when you leave home – please consider your neighbours, and avoid party wall locations for the radio and an unnecessarily high volume level, whether talk or music.   














A recently reported scam concerns supposedly blocked drains.    Details of the scam can vary but essentially the perpetrators are requiring money to unblock drains connected to your property even though you are not presently experiencing any problems. 


A caller at the door or on the telephone may query manhole locations  in order to broach the subject with you, or invoke your neighbourly sympathy regarding an alleged drain-blocked property nearby which requires urgent attention. Beware of any such calls; more local drains have recently become the responsibility of the water utility companies and the clearance of shared sewers should be free of any cost to householders. Consult with your neighbours and the utility company to determine blockage responsibility before considering any payment.      





Hillingdon Police is the latest Metropolitan Police Borough that intends to launch an innovative community messaging service to provide the public with news and information from their local Police.


Called Neighbourhood Link, it is a free service that enables local residents, businesses and those who work in the Borough to regularly receive information from the Police. 


It is expected that Neighbourhood Link will be implemented in early 2012 and will eventually replace the present Ringmaster system, although there is likely to be an overlap of use of both systems before Ringmaster is closed down.


Those signing up to Neighbourhood Link will receive emails about crime and safety in the areas they sign up to. 


Through Neighbourhood Link, Safer Neighbourhood Teams will keep recipients updated with local Police activity, crime prevention advice and what they are doing to address community concerns to make Hillingdon Borough one of the safest Boroughs in London.

During registration you will be offered a number of different methods of delivery. Hillingdon Borough has decided that its ONLY method of delivery will be by E-mail. 


If you elect any other method you will not receive messages.


(Hillingdon Police have requested that the above message is repeated for several months in the Newsletter to provide continuous publicity for this new Neighbourhood Link service.) 


The HNW data based messaging service will be unaffected by the introduction of Neighbourhood Link with which it will complement, as it presently does with Ringmaster.

There have been recent Borough reports of the recycled refuse being removed overnight from in front of properties when left outside to catch an early morning collection. 


These thefts are probably related to identity fraud – which occurs when criminals clone an identity based upon another person’s details in order to dishonestly obtain goods or money. These personal details are often obtained from discarded bank statements, utility bills, council tax accounts etc. 


To reduce the chances of your identity being cloned, always shred such documentation before disposal in order to destroy any account numbers etc. which can be associated with your name and address.

There is a circulating email regarding an alleged scam from the Parcel Delivery Service using a 0906 premium rate telephone number. 


The UK phone-paid services regulator (PhonepayPlus) has recently issued a statement - that this scam was closed down in December 2005, is no longer operating and there is no need to report it or pass on the email. Scam operators were fined £10,000. 


This same statement was previously made public in 2007 and 2009. 


Crimestoppers have also stated that the email  is a hoax and should be ignored.
